WHAT TO PACK

Preparing for camp can seem daunting but we compiled a list of must haves and some tips for
the summer. Write your name on everything and make sure to send in your child’s updated
physical and immunizations. Bring These Items Everyday: Closed toed shoes, water bottle with
water, snacks, lunch, bathing suit & towel, sunscreen, and bug spray. On certain days, campers
may be asked if they would like to bring group snacks to share. Do Not Bring: Open toed
shoes/Crocs, valuable items, electronics, trading cards, toys, candy, or weapons (real or fake)

FIELD TRIPS

With multiple field trips a week, enjoy a summer like no other! Join us for backyard
adventures including Hopewell Park, , our very own YMCA pool - and trips to some
distant lands-Altitude, Water Wizz, Battleground Z, and more. Camp shirts are
required for every field trip.
